Welcome (Parents and Carers asked to stay until after the Opening Prayer) 

[bookmark: _Hlk536168152]Welcome back to Friends on Faith Adventures. We are looking forward to going on a journey and nobody knows where we will end up. All we know is we have got our crate filled with adventure and an open path ahead. So, hold on tight and enjoy the ride!! 
Let’s hear about FOFA bear and FOFA cam’s adventures this week and how everyone got on with the Walking the Way challenge. (Encourage everyone, including parents and carers, to join in.) 
The Opening Prayer
We are friends together (shake hands with both palms facing towards body) 
On a faith adventure (point to forehead with thumb. Hold other hand with palm facing up and bring the side of your first hand down so that it goes across the palm of the second hand just below the fingers)
With the Bible as our mapbook (draw cross with thumbnail on back of hand then put hands together and open like a book) 
And Jesus as our guide (use index fingers to point into palm of each hand in turn).
God, be with us in all that we do (point up, then make index finger into a hook shape and move down as though pulling down towards you) 
And go with us wherever we go (point outwards). 
Amen (two thumbs up with hands apart, bring hands together) 
Alternative Opening Prayer
Lord help us to be:
Prepared for adventure 
In all we do.
Loving and caring,
Open to others
Together as one community
Sharing the love of Jesus on our way.
Amen 

Explore the maze
What you need:
· Screwball scramble game
· Maze games
· Printed mazes
· pens
If you have access to the screwball game or other maze games use them. If not, then print off some of these different mazes to enjoy.

[bookmark: _Hlk53482171]Hidden in a bag
What you will need:
· separate bags with items in each one
· paper and pen for each player 

Before the session begins, number the bags and place a different hidden object in each. (Judge what sort of things to put in according to the age and confidence of your group).  Each player will need to number their piece of paper for the number of bags you are using as they will be guessing the contents of each one. Pass each bag with a hidden object round the room. Each person is invited to put their hand in (they must not look in the bag) and feel the item but must not say out loud what they think the item is until they are told to. When everyone has had a chance to feel in all the bags, see if they can tell you what’s in each. 
Explain that in today’s story we hear about some people who couldn’t quite work out who they were talking to, even though all the clues were there.

Today’s theme teaches us about what it means to walk with Jesus

The Big Story: – Walking with Jesus – Luke 24 13-35
What you need:
· 2 walking sticks
· Scarf
· Bread roll
· 2 people to play the men walking
· 1 person to play Jesus 
READER 1: There were two people, walking and talking. [Choose two volunteers and get them to start miming walking along the road]. They were aided by their walking sticks. [Give them a walking stick each]
READER 2: As they were walking and talking, someone walked up behind them [choose a volunteer to be Jesus]. The man asked what the two men were so busy talking about?
READER 1: The first man looked at Jesus and said, ‘Are you having a laugh? Do you honestly not know what has been happening? Everybody’s talking about it.’
READER 2: The man shrugged.  “I’ve been a bit busy.  I haven’t read today’s copy of Jerusalem Times.”
READER 1: They both looked at the man to make sure he wasn’t teasing them. He wasn’t teasing them. He really didn’t seem to know what had been going on. 
READER 2: They explained that they were talking about Jesus of Nazareth; how he was a powerful man who had been sent from God. How Jesus had recently been handed over to the authorities, arrested him and put to death. “We had such highs for Jesus,” they explained. “We thought he would be our King and rule over us.”
READER 1: They went on, “Two of our women friends said they went to his tomb today, but his body was not there. Goodness only knows where it went.” 
READER 2: So now the new guy was up to date. Did he have any theories about where the body was or why Jesus had died? 
READER 1: More than that, he started questioning them more. “Haven’t you read your scriptures? Don’t you remember what God’s people said about Jesus? Are you really so surprised that he died and that three days later he wasn’t in the tomb when the women went to look?” 
READER 2: The two looked at their new friend in confusion. All of a sudden he seemed to know a lot more about what had been happening. But still they didn’t get it. 
READER 1: The new friend continued walking with the twosome, chatting as they went and telling them all about what it said in the scriptures about Jesus. Needless to say, they still didn’t get it! 
READER 2: When they finally got to town, it was getting a bit late. The new friend went to carry on walking but the couple were enjoying the conversation and, besides, they were kind people so invited him to come inside and share food with them before he went on his way.
READER 1: They all sat down to eat, [sit cross legged on the floor]. But before they’d so much as taken a mouthful, the new friend knelt up, took the bread, broke it in half and said a thank you prayer.  [ Jesus kneel up and break bread]. Now they got it! It had been Jesus himself, all along. They had been walking and talking with Jesus. 
READER 2: I wonder if you would have known it was Jesus who was talking to you?

Creative Adventure
[bookmark: _Hlk8208452]Make your own Jesus sandals
What you need:
· Firm card – e.g. cereal packets – 2 sheets approx. A4 size per person
· Glue or sticky tape 
· Felt pens or paint
· Stickers/sticky gems/things to decorate with 
· Optional – paint in a tray 


Activity 
If you wish, remove shoes and socks and paint the soles of the feet. Press the feet firmly on a piece of card each and then cut round them in the shape of a flipflop base. Alternatively draw round the child’s shoes to get the shape and cut them out. This can be decorated with felt tips pens or painted. This will form the base of the sandals. You could encourage people to write the words “Walk with Jesus” on this. 
Cut a wide strip of card that will stretch across the top of the foot, with enough extra length to tuck underneath the sole of the sandal. Fasten to the base with tape or glue. This can also be decorated and stickers/sticky gems etc will be fine on this band (not ideal for the base of the sandal as they would be uncomfortable to walk on and would probably rub off very quickly).

The Adventure Map
Explain the Adventure Map and how a lot of the books were written shortly after Jesus’ time. They tell us about what Jesus said and did and how his friends lived their lives, sharing with others how to be good followers of Jesus. 
[bookmark: _Hlk8210332]Take the group to the Adventure Map that you have created on the wall. Get the group to find where on the Map today’s story came from. Choose one or some of the things created by the group to be photographed and attach this to the wall to create a visual reminder of where the story came from and your adventure together. The aim is that in a year you will have lots of reminders of the stories and where in the Bible they come from. Use a piece of string or ribbon to connect the photo of the craft work to the book of the Bible. 
Walking the Way 
This is a time to invite the parents and carers back in to share what the children have been up to during the session. They will also be here to hear about the Walking the Way challenge and the tasks (should they choose to accept them) that the children (and parents) are about to undertake. 
For the Younger: FOFA the bear
This is FOFA. FOFA likes nothing more than to go on an adventure; FOFA is a little more adventurous than me. FOFA believes that faith is a journey and that’s why FOFA would love to take you on a journey with him and walk the way of God in our everyday lives. Each session FOFA would like to go home with one of you and add to FOFA’s scrapbook of things you do together. FOFA doesn’t mind if you draw a picture of what you have done, take a photograph or just write a story about it. FOFA also doesn’t mind if you just come and tell the rest of us what you got up to together. But because FOFA’s memory isn’t very good as FOFA’s brains are made of stuffing, it would be better to save the memories in the book if you can. At the end of our time together we can always remember the great adventures we have been on together with FOFA and hopefully you will walk a little closer with God. 
For the Older: FOFA cam 
This camera is your window on the world. You have one shot at this, so choose carefully. You will be given a very precious piece of equipment – a FOFA cam. You have one photo to take with the camera, that records one thing – a way you have met the challenge.  If there are other people in the photo, please ask their permission first and explain this photo will be put on display here.  Bring back the camera and your photo next time to share your moment - and remember you only have ONE shot at this!  
Every time we will choose someone to take FOFA bear and someone to take FOFA cam to help them with the challenge – but we can all have a go at the challenge!
Our Walking the Way Challenge this time is: Challenge yourself to walk a set number of steps every day and tell each other a Bible story as you go. 

Adventurers Go!
So today we have heard how two people who were walking with Jesus did not realise it was him until after he was gone. Jesus is with us every day, everywhere we go, and we can talk with him and learn from him. He is in our hearts but also in the people around us.

Active Prayer

What you need:

· footprints cut out of paper/ card
Write one word on each footprint and then spread them across the floor. The group can take it in turns to step from footprint to footprint and read out the words.
