Sostina told us about just how much she loves working with the ACT Alliance. ACT Alliance is faith based and, as a pastor’s
wife, Sostina feels right at home. She coordinates the efforts to assist people who are most at risk in Zimbabwe.

When Hurricane Idai struck Zimbabwe several years ago, Christian Aid, in collaboration with ACT Alliance, was one of the first to have “boots on the ground”. They helped people to safety, rescued personal property and livestock, and helped people re-build over 500 houses.

Sostina told us that she is passionate about empowering women, whether this is in relation to economics or to family life. She helps women set up markets that empower them to get good prices for their
